DID YOU KNOW?

Health risks of drug and alcohol abuse:

¢ Loss of muscle control, poor coordination, slurred speech
¢ Fatigue, nausea, headache

* Increased likelihood of accidents

¢ Impaired judgment

¢ Possible respiratory paralysis and death
